The context of the 4 th FP7 space call 

• Proposal for a REGULATION OF THE 
EUROPEAN PARLIAMENT AND OF THE 
COUNCIL on the European Earth observation 
programme (GMES) and its initial operations 
(2011–2013)

• The “GIO regulation” would establish an 
operational budget line for GMES. It is still 
under discussion at the EP and Council



The GIO regulation foresees to 
finance:

• “In the light of the criteria described in section 
1.2. above, GMES initial operations (2011–
2013) should comprise action in the following 
fields:
(a) emergency response services;
(b) land monitoring services;
(c) measures to support take-up of services 
by users;
(d) data access;
(e) the GMES space component.”



GIO regulation

• “Over the last thirty years, the EU (...) 
has made substantial R&D efforts in the 
field of Earth observation”

• EU space research has a 
comprehensive record, providing for 
both large scale and small scale R&D 
projects
